1000 Gram Batch

Part A
5.5% Polawax or E-Wax 55 grams
2.0% Stearic Acid 20 grams
Part B
50.0% Boiling Water 500 grams
PartC
6.0% Sunflower Qil 60 grams
5.0% Apricot Kernel Oil 50 grams
1.0% Evening Primrose QOil 10 grams
2.0% Glycerin 20 grams
PartD
25.5% Cold Water 255 grams
Part E
1.0% Aloe Vera Extract 10 grams
0.5% Phytokeratin 5 grams
0.5% Vitamin E 5 grams
0.5% Panthenol Pro-Vitamin B5 5 grams
0.2% Ascorbic Acid (Vitamin C) 2 grams
0.3% Tinosan Preservative 3 grams
Procedures:

v Measure out Part A into a heat safe bowl.

v" Slowly pour Part B into Part A and gently stir to mix and fully combine all
ingredients. Continue stirring until all the emulsifiers have melted in and
no little flakes remain.

v With stirring add part C. Mix well so no oils sit at surface. When product is
well mixed add the cold water of Part D to help cool the lotion. Stir well to
mix.

v" When product is at 45 degrees Celcius add part E. Stirring well to mix. It
helps if the Ascorbic acid is dissolved in a bit of water before adding. Stir
well and add desired fragrance or colour. pH can be lowered to 5.5 if
desired with a 50% Citric Acid solution. Package into appropriate lotion
bottles. Makes 4 x 8oz bottles.
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Hemp Moisturizing Lotion

1000 gram Batch Size
Part A Polawax 6.0% 60 grams
Stearic Acid 2.5% 25 grams
Boiling Water 75.5% 755 grams
Part B Aloe Vera Extract 2.0% 20 grams
Hemp Seed Oil 5.0% 50 grams
Sunflower Qil 5.0% 50 grams
Glycerin 2.5% 25 grams
Part C Silk Amino Acids 0.5% 5 grams
Optiphen Plus 1.0% 10 grams

Citric Acid 50% Solution to bring pH down to 5.5.
Fragrance to desired level. Usually approx .5%

Procedures:

» Combine all ingredients except preservative, silk amino and fragrance in a
microwave safe container or a pot for heating on stove. Heat until all
waxes are melted and no solids are evident. Boiling water can be used to
speed up this process. Stir.

» When fully melted remove from heat, stir to ensure ingredients are well
mixed.

» When product is warm to touch, approx. 45 degrees Celsius, add
preservative, silk amino acids and fragrance. Stir well.

> Let cool until lotion starts to thicken then pour into bottle.

3. Add the Sugar (Part C) plus any Essential Oils or Qil Soluble Fragrances to
scent.

Usually
colored, they are usually eye catching and lightly fragrant with a soothing floral scent.

Purified Water - Warm 64% 640 grams
Cucumber Extract .5% 5 grams
Plantaren Surfactant 15% 150 grams
Amphosol Surfactant 15% 150 grams

Part B
Aloe Vera Extract 1% 10 grams
Glycerin 99.5% 3% 30 grams
Panthenol Pro-Vit. B5 5% 5 grams
Cromoist .5% 5 grams
Germall Plus Preservative .5% 5 grams

Procedures:

1. Weigh ingredients of part A in a measuring cup. Stir, making sure all of the
cucumber extract is dissolved in the water, then add surfactants and make sure they
are all well mixed. Try to mix slowly to limit foam

2. Add all of Part B to Part A and stir gently to ensure everything is evenly mixed.
Fragrance as desired, and adjust pH to 5.5 to 6.5 using pH Test strips.

3. Pourinto bottles.
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Shimmering Eye Shadow

Simple to make, Shimmering Eye Shadows can be created into a range of colours,
customizing for your personal preference. These Mineral Eye Shadows are in a
powder form and when used loose, they give very sheer subtle coverage. For
darker, more dramatic colour, wet your cosmetic brush with water then use the
inside of the cap on your shadow container for blending, carefully wet the powder
and then apply to eye lid area. This technique can also allow the shadow to be
used as eyeliner.

In a small zip lock mix together Titanium Dioxide and/or your choice of Iron
Oxides, Pigments and Micas.

Bath candies are moisturizers in a fun format and a great addition to Gift Baskets.
The Recipe is simple:

2 heaping teaspoons Shea Butter Refined

3 heaping teaspoons Sodium Bicarbonate

1 heaping teaspoon Citric Acid

Fragrance with drops of Essential Qils or oil soluble Fragrance Oils

Coloured Epsom Salts

To colour your Epsom Salts add a small amount of Ultramarine Pink, Purple or
Blue, Chromium Hydroxide Green, Chromium Oxide Green, FD& C Lake Powder
Colourants or Micas to your Epsom salts and stir well to coat.

In a bowl combine the Shea Butter, Sodium Bicarbonate and Citric Acid. Mix using
the back of a spoon until it is well mixed in. Add more Sodium Bicarbonate if it is
too sticky. Take a small amount in your hands and gently knead and form into a
ball, just like you do if you are using fondant in chocolate making. Roll and press
lightlyin Coloured Epsom Salts.

Use your creativity when packaging these little gems. Either place a few in a small
cello bag with ribbon, package them into a small decorative boxes or place them
in the small foils used for chocolates and pack them up like a little box of sweets.
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BATH FIZZERS

Our bath fizzer mix is a blend of citric acid, sodium bicarbonate, and cornstarch.

Citric acid is an astringent, which helps to make skin tight, sodium bicarbonate is what
makes the bomb fizz, and corn starch helps to create a smooth, hard bath fizzer.

The witch hazel (because of its alcohol content) will allow the fizzer to release from the
molds very quickly. Just using water as the moisturizing agent would have the fizzer take
hours to release from the molds. Adding any oils or other moisturizers can also make
the fizzer harder to release from the mold.

Orris Root Powder is optional but will help keep your dry mix from hardening if storing
the mix for any extended length of time. Also acts as a fragrance fixative.

2 Cups Sodium Bicarbonate (Baking Soda)

1 Cup Citric Acid
% CupCorn Starch
1 Thsp Orris Root Powder (Optional)

Place desired amount of Bath Fizzer Mix into bowl.
Add liquid F,D&C colorant or food colouring, drops at a time if desired to
achieve colour.

. Add fragrance or essential oil, drops at a time to achieve desired fragrance

level.
Take the Witch Hazel and mist the mix once. Stirring vigorously with fork or
fingers.

. Mist again with the witch hazel stirring well so that any colour or fragrance

is well mixed.

The goal is to have the mix very lightly moisturized so that it will bind
together.

When it feels like the mix will clump together - press the mix into the
molds. You want the mix to get tightly packed into the molds so use your
fingers. After waiting 15 seconds you should be able to flip the mold over
and bang it lightly on a flat surface to extract the bath fizzer from the mold.
After the bath fizzer is out of the mold then let it sit undisturbed for a
couple of hours to fully dry.

Other products like flower petals, herbs etc.can be pressed into the bath
fizzers during step 7 if desired. Try wrapping the bath fizzers in tulle or a
muslin bag to keep the botanicals from sitting at the bottom of the tub and
going down the drain.

This
will hold the oil soluble product into the shampoo and minimize clouding and
separation.

Procedures:

1. Combine ingredients of Part A into a bowl in order and stir gently to mix
well.

2. Add Part B to Part A and stir gently to mix.

3. Add Part C and stir gently to fully incorporate. Adjust thickness as needed.
Stir in any Labcolor and Fragrance or Essential Oil if desired. Plantaren is an
alkaline surfactant, so it can increase the pH, so a citric acid solution is added
to bring the pH down to a desired level.

As with all recipes, another
preservative can be substituted, just adjust the percentage per the preservative
recommended usage, removing water from the formula to adjust the percentage
as needed. It is desirable for hair care products to be slightly acidic to make them
safe for colour treated hair. This formula will have a pH of approx. 6.5. To bring
the pH down to 5 to 5.5 add a bit of a citric acid / water 50% solution as needed,

checking the pH with pH strips.
